A collection of penitential prayers of forgiveness
that we recite to prepare ourselves for the Jewish
New Year. This service is specifically-tailored to
help us direct our hearts and minds toward
Teshuvah (repentance).

enjoy a High Holy Days experience of their own led
by our SLJ (Religious School) team. They will learn
about Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur through an
engaging prayer experience, creative art project,
interesting discussion and connection with friends. 

C H IL D R E N 'S  SE R V IC E
Offers families with preschool-aged children a fun,
condensed worship experience of stories and
prayers to inspire and teach the meaning of the
High Holy Days.

SLJ teens will join our clergy in leading an
alternative worship experience, which will feature
highlights from the traditional Rosh Hashanah
service. This will be followed by hands-on social
action activities for all ages. This interactive service
and program is for all CBI families with children in
3rd grade and up. Younger and older siblings are
invited to attend as well. Please note, children must
be accompanied by an adult. 

T A S H L IC H
Tashlich originated during the Middle Ages as a
custom of going to a body of water and
symbolically casting our sins (by tossing pieces of
bread) into the water. 

S H AB B A T  SH U VA H  
This is the Shabbat between Rosh Hashanah and
Yom Kippur that is referred to as "The Sabbath of
Return". 

FA S T  T AL K
We are taught to treat the entire day of Yom Kippur
as one long day of study and prayer. This hour-long
afternoon study session is a learning opportunity for
us to continue reflecting on the meaning of Yom
Kippur and repentance. 

K O L N ID R E
The Erev Yom Kippur service begins with the Kol
Nidre prayer, a powerful declaration that awakens
our souls as we prepare for the most solemn day of
the Jewish year. 

YI Z K O R
We join as a community to support one another in
honoring the memories of our loved ones. Yizkor is a
memorial prayer service that takes place on Yom
Kippur. The service includes prayers for the
deceased and is a time for the community to
remember those who have passed away through
prayer, silence, and the recitation of names. 

N E IL A H
Neilah literally means “closing” and refers to the
symbolic closing of the gates of heaven and, hence,
God’s willingness to hear the prayers of the Jewish
people. As the sun sets, we invite you to conclude
the Day of Atonement with the final sounding of the
shofar.
